Country Club/Kings Lane Reh#&lvoject

The $311,436 contract for the Country Club/Kings Lane Rehabilitation project was completed in
October. This project improved the road from Lakeshore Drive to Arrowhead, as well as Kings Lane,
and installed new drainage to help prevent flooding axdend the life of the road. Country Club is
highly used by commercial traffic and school buses. The funding for this project is through Measure V
funds and would not otherwise have been possible.

Pine Street Road RehdProject

The$198,816 contract fothe Pine Street Road Rehabilitation projeets completed in OctobeT his
project fixed the roadrepairedhazardous sidewallandinstalled handicap sidewalk ramps in front of
Burns Valley School. The funding for this project was through Measutends and would not
otherwise have been possible.




Road ReStriping Project

Crews have completed a-sriping projectfor the main roads in Clearlake except for some punch list
items. The restriping made the road delineations much cleam@oving the City closer to its goal of
becoming a statistically safer cityrhis was also a Measure V project that would not otherwise have
been possible.
